Transfer policy:

Students who have been enrolled in a CSWE accredited Masters of Social Work Program other than Illinois State University will be considered for transfer admission on an individual basis. Transfer candidates must have a minimum GPA of 3.0 (on 4.0 scale) from their current program.  Candidates must complete the standard admission application process, including the submission of all documentation, and will be held to the same standard as all applicants for admission.  According to the ISU Graduate School policy, 9 credit hours of course work may be transferred to ISU.  On a case by case basis, foundation coursework requirements completed at another MSW Program may be waived in addition to the 9 hours of credit that can transfer.  ISU will give strong consideration to accepting articulation decisions made by other CSWE accredited programs.
