The Education Outreach Program seeks to engage youth who are exhibiting social, emotional and/or behavioral problems impacting negatively on school performance  Support services to the student’s family is included as part of the program.  The program strives to promote school safety, positive relationships, and avoid delinquency.  The Education Outreach Program serves youth 10-18 (older children accepted if they have not completed high school or earned a GED).  

Practicum Description:
The Education Outreach program serves students between the ages of 10 and 18 and their families.  These students have difficulty in school due to behavior, academics and/or mental health issues.  The BSW intern will be conducting home visits, school visits, attending school meetings, tutoring, mentoring, advocating for students and working on study skills and social skills.  Responsibilities also include participating in team meetings making referrals and working with parents on parenting skills.
