The Children's Advocacy Center is dedicated to serving the best interests of abused and neglected children. We believe that all children should be free of abuse and neglect and that all children should have the opportunity to develop to their fullest potential in a safe and loving home environment. We believe that it is in the best interest of abused and neglected children to have a multidisciplinary team serve on their behalf and to collaborate with agencies working on the behalf of each of those children. We believe that abused and neglected children deserve a Court Appointed Special Advocate (CASA) to help the court determine what is in the best interest of the child.

Practicum Description:

The student will complete the CASA training as part of the practicum experience.  Students will assist the family advocate with interviewing the child.  You will read the records, interview all relevant parties to the case, review the client service plan and monitor progress.  You will have ongoing contact with DCFS.
