Crittenton Centers believes children come first; strong families build strong communities, and community partnerships are vital to meet the needs of families.  Our mission is to nurture and protect children through early childhood programs and programs that prevent child abuse and neglect.  The primary services provided by Crittenton Centers are the Crisis Nursery, which includes 24 hour emergency respite and family enhancement services.  Other services include:  early childhood education, daycare, teen pregnant and parenting services, community education, parent-child interaction groups and support groups.  Crittenton Centers is accredited by the Council on Accreditation.
Practicum Description:

BSW students will intern in the Stepping Stones Pregnant & Parenting Teen Program.  Students will provide educational and supportive services to pregnant and parenting teens that are in the child welfare system (primarily female).  Services are provided in a ten county radius.  Students will develop competence in writing case notes, screening and assessing new clients, evaluating progress toward goals, working with DCFS and other community providers, and facilitating groups.  Students will have the opportunity to job shadow family educators, attend home visits, parent/child visits and work directly with the teens and their children.
