Habitat for Humanity serves families and individuals in McLean County who are living in substandard and/or unaffordable housing.  We offer the opportunity to families to partner with us to build new homes while providing homeowner education throughout the build process.  Families are qualified and accepted into the program based upon three criteria:  housing need, ability to pay mortgage payments and willingness to partner.  We offer a 25 year interest free mortgage.  We require partnership from families which entails sweat equity hours, classes and working at Restore as well.

Practicum Description:
BSW students will engage in a number of activities providing services to Habitat families, including:
· Updating family stories by interviewing them for Habitat media usage and for “library”.
· Learning family support program/workshop content to share with families and interested applicants.
· Learn front desk management
· Help organize, coordinate and prepare job sites and volunteer team on Saturdays for Volunteer Project Directors
· Attend and learn family selection committee meeting to gain understanding of the family selection process
· Learn all stages of Habitat process from family selection , support, to home ownership
