LSSI provide case work and clinical services to DCFS wards, their parents and families.  These services are also provided to foster families and relatives care providers.
Practicum Description:

BSW students will intern in the field of child welfare and foster care programming.  Students will gain skills in case management services, family interventions, juvenile court, working with DCFS and other community services.  Based on the skill level and comfort level, the student may be able to carry a small caseload and carry out expected responsibilities of a case manager.  Learning techniques will include shadowing of other caseworkers to court, attending DCFS functions, home visits, parent-child visits and other community involvement.  Learning experiences also include supervision, exploring case files and hands-on work with the children and families when ready.  Additional responsibilities may include: assisting with or independently writing social history reports, assisting with or independently writing administrative case reviews, mentoring children and adolescents to assist with identified behavior, supervision of parent-child or sibling visitation and documenting the inner action and assist with or independently refer clients for services and follow-up with the community providers.
