The intern will conduct client intakes for those seeking legal advocacy.  Responsibilities will also include assisting clients in completing Orders of Protection paperwork and filing processes well as participate in community collaborative efforts with law enforcement agencies, prosecution, probation and social services.  Finally, the intern will accompany clients to court proceedings.
