Agency Summary:

The Pavilion offers comprehensive care to youth, adults, and their families in the areas of inpatient and partial hospitalization programs for the treatment of alcohol, drug, and psychiatric problems. Therapeutic programming includes individual, group and family therapy, activity and recreational therapy, psycho-educational groups, and medical intervention.

Practicum Description:
The student is responsible for the day-to-day supervision of clients admitted into our Outpatient or Residential Treatment Programs. All clients have a substance abuse diagnosis or behavioral health problem and many are multi-diagnosed. Interns will be trained to facilitate drug education and life skills. They will conduct interviews and carry out interventions outlined in treatment plans and staffing as well as documenting client progress. Interns will attend at least one staff meeting per week and participate in clinical supervision one hour per week. The student will develop competence in providing information and referral services to clients; screening and assessment of new clients; advocating with clients to obtain needed resources; supportive counseling and problem solving with patients and their families; working on medication management concerns with clients; case management and linkage with other community agencies; & evaluating client progress toward goals.
