Project OZ is a prevention/intervention child welfare agency. Project OZ has three programs.  The Prevention and Education Program provides drug education, character education, and conflict resolution training in the schools.  The Youth Initiative Program provides services to runaway and locked out youth.  The Gang Program provides services to gang-involved, or gang-at-risk youth.


Practicum Description:
The student will work as a youth and family interventionist/respite worker.  You will work to assist clients to find short term housing during a crisis situation. Responsibilities will include on-call crisis intervention and carrying a small caseload. Students will work with families providing counseling, mediation, and collaborative work with clients’ schools. Client advocacy and referrals are a necessary component. This is typically a very involved internship.
