We provide transportation, a Congregate Meal Program, the PC Senior Center, information and outreach, Medicare D and IL cares Rx Assistance, SHIP (insurance assistance), III D Health Promotion, III E Caregivers Support, Lending Closet (loaning out medical equipment free of charge) among many other services on a case by case basis.
Practicum Description:

Intern will be able to experience working directly with seniors at the center and in their homes. They will be able to go with the outreach worker at times. Interns will be dealing with transportation problems, Medicare and other insurance problems, advocating for senior services, dealing with all the jobs at the center, nutrition issues and health promotion, congregate meal participants and the many social issues that arise, dealing with grief, loss of eyesight, loss of independence, elder abuse among many other issues that may come up.
Student must have patience with clients with dementia, many different personality conflicts, health issues, explaining Medicare D and other prescription assistance programs, be aware of how frail some clients are and take special care when helping them.
