Salem Children’s Home is a Christian Organization which provides a variety of individualized services to meet the spiritual, social, educational, emotional, and physical needs of children, adolescents and their families. We gladly accept the responsibility to provide this care in a personal, nurturing manner to reconcile families, develop positive self-images and build healthy relationships among those we serve.


Practicum Description:
The student will work as a mentor to children and early adolescents who have been identified by a community agency, school, church, or case manager as an "at risk" youth in need of specialized services.  Students will evaluate 11 specific life domains in cooperation with a multidisciplinary team.  A Wraparound Plan is formed and Salem makes an individualized treatment plan, which includes the assignment of a mentor for a specific number of hours a week to work on certain areas with the youth. The student will build a strong relationship with the youth and serve as a positive role model, counselor, tutor, and instructor. Although the youth is the identified client, services are family oriented.  Specific training and strong supervision is provided.
