Agency Summary:
The mission of Webster-Cantrell Hall is to serve children, youth and families at risk of or in troubled circumstances.  The agency provides for their physical, social, educational and psychological needs through home, community based, residential, prevention and treatment programs.  The professional services facilitate family preservation and the development of self sufficient individuals.  

Practicum Description:
The RTU is a residential program that works with high risk youth.  Services provided for RTU clients include:  on-grounds school, recreational therapy, group therapy, individual and family therapy, and independent living skill development.  The youth are usually exhibiting high risk behaviors and have exhausted many placements before entering the residential program.  The RTU program works with the client, school, family, DCFS and other involved agencies to seek permanency or step down options after they have addressed their mental health issues.  RTU interns will be able to accompany case managers as they meet individually with clients, networking agencies, family and develop plans with all parties’ input provide crisis intervention and do group work.  Documentation will be performed through case notes and reports.
