The YWCA serves women, children, senior citizens, and families with a variety of programs and services.  The stepping stone program provides 24-hour support services to sexual assault victims and their significant others.  Services include a 24 hour hotline, medical and legal advocacy, adult counseling, support groups and educational/prevention programs.
Practicum Description:

BSW students will begin their internship by attending a 40 hour sexual assault training.  Following training the student will provide support services which will consist of medical/legal advocacy, counseling and support groups.  Students will experience answering the hotline calls and responding to the crisis in the community.  Students will also train volunteers and provide education to community organizations.  Students will learn required documentation and required record keeping.
