For the Senior Services Program, students will assist elderly and disabled residents by making referrals to local agencies who can meet their needs as well as assisting the Service Coordinator with home visits.  Both programs require keeping detailed contact notes.  Students will also organize and facilitate the after-school program.  Students will also have the opportunity to work in the advocacy program.  The student will be expected to attend monthly Continuum of Care meetings.
