Practicum Description:
The field student is responsible for the day-to-day supervision of adolescents admitted into the Outpatient or Residential Treatment Programs. All clients have a substance abuse diagnosis and many have multiple diagnoses (e.g., depression, ADHD, conduct disorder, PTSD, Learning Disabled). Students will be trained to facilitate drug education and life skills group (i.e., communication, decision making, anger management). Students will conduct interviews and carry out interventions with youth as outlined in treatment plans and staffing. They will also document clients’ progress. Field students will attend at least one staff meeting per week and participate in supervision one hour per week.
