Practicum Description:
BSW interns will be responsible for assisting in the coordination of services for senior citizens who desire to remain independent in their own homes.  Students will learn how to provide orientation and training to volunteers, and will match volunteers with care receivers for the various services offered through Faith in Action.  Students will gain an understanding of the physical, emotional, and social changes that occur in the senior population.  Students will gain hands on experience assisting seniors with accessing necessary services to allow them to remain independent.  Students will have on going contact with staff and be involved in care plans, service delivery planning, care receiver assessments and will learn how a board of directors oversees a non-profit program.  Students will also have exposure to fund raising, public speaking and office management.
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
