The mission of ABC is to help families grow through adoption and to help families heal from the trauma of sexual abuse.  Through service and advocacy, ABC Counseling & Family Services seeks to bring justice, healing and wholeness to the people it serves and to enhance the quality of people’s lives.

Practicum Description:

The student will provide social casework and group work, primarily in the adoption program. The student will provide problem-solving counseling and linkage to needed resources for women with problem pregnancy situations. Other activities will include assisting with home studies with families applying to adopt; participating in conducting training groups with adoptive parent applicants; possible group work with birth moms; and co-facilitation of group work with sexual abuse victims.
Concentration students will do the same kind of work the sexual abuse counselors do including seeing clients for both assessment and treatment (building a caseload up to 13-15 cases), write sexual abuse evaluations and progress reports and facilitate groups.
