Agency Summary:

ADV and SAS offers a safe atmosphere were survivors of sexual assault and domestic violence can find support, resources, and strength.  With outreach locations in Streeter, Ottawa, and Pontiac our counselors and advocates can help individuals sort out their feelings and discuss their options.  ADV & SAS offers a safe shelter in a homelike setting while a survivor determines the best options for themselves and their family.  A court advocate can help them obtain an order of protection and provide information about the court system.  A medical advocate can provide support while individuals seek medical treatment following a sexual assault or domestic violence battery.  And advocate is always available on the 24 hour crisis line to listen and connect callers with support and help.  Supportive counseling is also available for survivors as they sort out their feelings, develop new coping skills, and discuss their options as they begin to rebuild their lives.
Practicum Description:

MSW Concentration students will primarily work in the residential facility.  In addition to residential services, the shelter also houses the crisis line.  The placement would provide the following opportunities:

-individual and group counseling with both adults and children.

-crisis intervention through are crisis line with individuals seeking services for both domestic violence or sexual assault.

-crisis response: shelter staff take calls from area hospitals and law enforcement agencies and coordinate response by our staff and volunteers to meet a victim at either the hospital or law enforcement agency.

In addition to the work at the shelter, we would arrange for students to learn about other services.  We would schedule the student to observe in our prevention education program for youth, kindergarten through college, and our program for adults with disabilities.  Our intern would also have the opportunity to observe our work with victims in both the civil and criminal court process.  Staff provides information, support and courts accompaniment to victim seeking orders of protection and those who are involved in the criminal court system.
