Bromenn hospice seeks to help improve the quality of life for those patients with a terminal illness, for whom the goal is comfort rather than cure.  The emphasis of hospice is on home care because familiar surroundings often provide the best setting for care of patients.  Hospice patients and their families received a variety of services from a team of professionals and volunteers.  Hospice is also provided in alternative living arrangements and within the medical center.
Practicum Description:

MSW concentration students will assist the medical social workers in assessing psychological/social needs of hospice patients and families.  Students will identify resources and make referrals as appropriate.  Students will provide emotional support to those who are dying as well as caregivers who are navigating through the stages of dying and bereavement.  Services will be provided in the home, nursing facilities or Bromenn hospital.  Students will coordinate with staff and trained volunteers.  Students will also provide outreach within the McLean County community.
