Practicum Description:
A student in the adoption program will conduct intake phone calls and interviews, including the gathering of assessment information.  Students will co-facilitate adoption groups as well as monitoring adoptive placements through home visits.  Students will prepare social histories/assessments for children eligible for adoption in addition to interviewing adoptive parents for assessment purposes.  Students will be expected to attend inter-agency and Adoption Forum meetings. Students will prepare adoptive home studies, legal documents, and adoption subsidy forms.  They will learn the process of licensing adoptive families.  Students will also provide post-adoption services, attend court hearings, and participate in case staffings.
