Practicum Description:
The student will provide social casework and therapeutic counseling for hospitalized patients and out-patients. The student will conduct social assessments, identifying the physical, psychological, vocational, environmental, and financial issues related to chronic illness and trauma. Students will participate in case planning with complex cases (e.g., trauma, chronic illness, terminal illness, family violence, mental illness, hospice, and home healthcare/hospice).  Students will provide patient/family education and counseling as well as linkage/referral to community resources.  Students will be expected to complete necessary documentation, such as social assessments, social histories, case plans, and progress notes. Through this internship, students will gain an understanding of healthcare systems (e.g., funding, regulations, laws, medical terminology, diagnosis, and treatment).  Students will participate in healthcare team meetings concerning discharge planning.
