Lutheran Hillside Village (LHSV) is affiliated with Lutheran Senior Ministries, a non-profit organization owned and operated by an association of Lutheran Congregations in the Peoria area.  LHSV focuses its resources and efforts on the needs of seniors.  Their mission is to create an environment that encourages companionship, allows people to care for and support one another, and offers spiritual, social, and recreational and wellness opportunities.  The retirement community consists of skilled and minimal care, nursing facilities, assisted living services and patio homes.  A full range of comprehensive services are provided to seniors.
Practicum Description:
BSW students will have the opportunity to work in a continuum of care setting with the aging population.  Students will provide individual case work which will include referrals and providing necessary support.  Students will learn discharge planning, how to prepare a social history, and behavior tracking techniques.  Students will experience family systems as well as micro, macro, and mezzo social work.
MSW Concentration students will also participate in the admission and discharge process.  Additionally, students will learn to administer assessment tools such as the Geriatric Depression Scale, mental status exams and Life Steps.  Students will learn how to screen for depression and gain understanding into the various types of dementia.  The student will work towards meeting the residents’ social and emotional needs through conflict resolution and linkage to community resources.
