Practicum Description:
Students’ role/function will vary according to unit specialty.  They will have the opportunity to serve on the acute care, women/children’s, and mental health units.  Students will be responsible for a caseload by providing casework services to patients and families and will provide family counseling, crisis intervention and individual counseling. Students will also facilitate therapeutic groups. They will be expected to independently handle fetal demises. Students will facilitate staffings and care plans as part of the multidisciplinary healthcare team as well as providing discharge planning services utilizing community resource linkage/referral. Students will conduct and document psychosocial assessments, risk assessments, progress notes, social histories, and care plans. Students will assess patients presenting to the emergency department in acute psychiatric crisis for possible admission to the in-patient psychiatric unit and respond to all trauma alerts in the emergency department as well as all code blue or code pink alerts in the hospital.
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
