Agency Summary:

Mid-Central Community Action, Inc’s (MCCA) overall goal is to help individuals and families reach self sufficiency.  In order to accomplish this outcome MCCA forms partnerships with a variety of local governmental bodies, private businesses, educational institutions and other human services.  MCCA works cooperatively to create and provide both safety nets and life improvement opportunities for people and families living in poverty in McLean and Livingston County.  
Practicum Description:

MSW concentration students would intern with domestic violence victims who are homeless.  This advocate would spend the bulk of his or her time located at the Day Center, housed at Second Presbyterian Church, to act as a resource for victims.  This person would provide information about CDV services, emotional support and domestic violence education.  Responsibilities would include screening, intake, referral and proper data collection/maintenance.  Additionally, this advocate would provide assistance for victims in setting and working towards goals, and provide limited case management services.  Our homeless outreach advocate would also have the opportunity to spend time working with families in our emergency shelter.  The Neville House Shelter offers opportunities to provide crisis counseling over our 24-hour hotline, become involved in providing more in-depth case management services, and participate in planning and facilitating CDV support groups.
