Agency Summary:

OSF home health care team works with physicians to bring modern home health to patients in the special warmth of their home.  Home care delays or eliminates the need for care in a hospital or long term care facility, provides preventive medicine, is typically less costly than impatient care, and encourages a high degree of participation by the patient and/or family member receiving care.  Receiving care at home brings rest and reassurance to patients and their loved ones.
Practicum Description:

MSW concentration students will work with an interdisciplinary team of RN’s, CNA’s, pastoral care, bereavement counselors, and physicians.  Students will complete psychosocial assessments and will provide all necessary follow-up with patients and family.  Students will carry a caseload.  Responsibilities for the caseload include documentation, attending individual meetings and developing a plan of care with patience and family.  Students will have the opportunity to develop and present in services to staff.  Students interested in this practicum need to have a high degree of self-awareness and the ability to work in intense emotional situations that focus on grief and loss.
