Agency Summary:

Hospice provides compassionate, specialized care to 400 terminally ill patients per year and their families.  A team of physicians, nurses, medical social workers, spiritual counselors, dietitians and volunteers worked together to provide individualized compassionate care.  This team of specialists offers support for the physical, emotional and spiritual needs of the patient and family.  Services are provided in the patients home or hospice inpatient facilities.
Practicum Description:

MSW Concentration students will work with a reduced caseload of patients and their families at a very in depth level, coordinating all services with the interdisciplinary team.  Students will learn to administer bio-psychosocial assessments and learn the role of a social worker within the hospice program.  Students will be assigned patient specific diagnosis research, learn the physical limitation assessment and caregiving assessment.  Students will learn about Federal, State, and local programs that support people in home care and respite programs.  Students will have extensive education into the death and dying process from the interdisciplinary team.
