Practicum Description: 
MSW foundation or concentration students will provide crisis management to use ages 3 - 21. This position consists of crisis response to determine if psychiatric hospitalization is needed. After the initial screening, students will provide intensive therapy to children and their families with the goal of preventing further screenings and/or hospitalization. Follow-up services include advocacy, case management, referral and linkage. This position interfaces with the juvenile Justice and child welfare systems. This internship provides exposure to a wide variety of services and systems. Students need to be able to handle crisis and be flexible.
