Agency Summary:

Our mission is to ensure the safety, health, well-being, and permanency of children. DCFS is the agency which investigates child abuse and neglect reports and provides services to families to prevent or alleviate abuse and neglect.

Practicum Description:
The student’s role/functions will include completing risk assessments and all associated documentation.  Students will be expected to complete family assessments.  They will develop a basic understanding of the juvenile court system. Students will write a service plan for an intact family and facilitate the case service plan meeting.  Students will supervise visits and complete the assessment form following each visit which requires documentation of all aspects of the visit.  Students will gain an understanding of DCFS’s documentation system and of case coordination.  Students will have the opportunity for social work practice with lower-risk clients focusing on problem-solving in 2 to 4 cases.  Students will learn about available community resources and complete the referral process. Students will learn the process for completing a risk assessment and will attend all team meetings.
