Students will learn core clinical practices which will include: completing biopsychosocial assessments, providing individual counseling, treatment plan development, and group therapy.  Additional learning skills will include completing a level of care assessment, the OHIO scale if working with children, and the ASAM dimensional assessment if working with the addiction program.
Students will be exposed to various and diverse clinical populations during the internship.  Based on student interest a specific clinical focus is possible, such as addictions, dual diagnosis, children’s issues, depression, persistent mental illness, etc.
