Agency Summary:

Our mission is to provide quality health and resident services in a Christian environment to senior citizens. These services include independent living residences, retirement living with assisted living services, and a nursing home with skilled and intermediate levels.
Practicum Description:
The student will assist in inquiries, assessments, preadmissions, and admissions as well as assisting with interviewing resident, family, or friend(s).  Students will provide information concerning resident rights. For nursing home residents, interns will assist with completing of the resident’s social history, identifying problem areas and developing treatment plans and goals. Students will also assist with completing social history updates. For assisted living residents, interns will assist with completion of admission assessment, identification of problem areas, and development of resident’s plans and goals. They will provide counseling with the resident/family about personal or emotional problems, including follow-through and provision of continuing service for the resident/family who has problems adjusting to the facility and throughout all phases of their placement.  Students will be involved in multidisciplinary team conferences and will represent the resident and/or family to the staff, interpreting social problem areas, plans, and goals. Students are expected to attend staff meetings, in service training programs, and department meetings. They will respond to referrals from multidisciplinary staff regarding social service intervention as well as documenting intervention regularly in the clinical record.  Students will assist with discharge planning and become familiar with administrative responsibilities.  Students will co-facilitate family support groups.
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
